Eligibility – This championship is open to all Michigan resident male junior amateur golfers who are 13 years of age and not older than 18 years of age as of August 26, 2009. Entrants must achieve an official USGA Handicap Index of 8.5 or lower, verified by an official at the entrant’s home golf course, school or association which the contestant represents. Each entry must be approved and signed by a parent or guardian. All applications are subject to approval or rejection by the MJGA (Michigan  Junior Golf Association) anytime and before play. The reason for rejection may include unbecoming conduct. 

Field – The field will be limited to 120 starters. Such limitations are the sole discretion of the MJGA and will be based upon date of entry, handicap, competitive record, performance in previous MJGA Championships and other factors.

Championship – The Championship shall be 54 holes at stroke play. The field will be cut after 36 holes to the lowest 40 players and ties  (full field) (or) all players within 10 strokes of the leading scorer.     
Entry Procedure 

1. All entrants must apply on the official entry form (attached). Entries may be obtained by writing the MJGA – 1208 Burr St. Jackson, Michigan 49201, by phone (517) 918-2625, email:skillplay@aol.com, or at most golf courses, golf coaches, golf centers, or going on line at: (mijrga.org). Late or incomplete or inaccurate entry forms are not acceptable. 

2. All entrants shall pay an entry fee of $85.00 must be mailed to the MJGA and arrive prior to August 13, 2009 by 6:00 PM EDST.

3. Entrants will be notified of there starting tee time and information on/or before August 16, 2010.

4. Withdrawal: If an entrant withdraws on or before August 16, full entry will be refunded minus $25.00 handling charge. If an entrant withdraws after August 17, 2010 through August 20, one half of the entry fee will be refunded. No refunds after August 20, 2010.

Registration – Players must register by Monday or Tuesday upon arrival at the MJGA Headquarters or Pro Shop during practice or first round. If you can’t register during this time, call the Pro Shop of your arrival time and advise them as to where you will be lodging.
Lodging &Accommodations – the City of Mt. Pleasant has allotted affordable lodging at our tournament headquarters at the Comfort Inn 2424 S. Mission Rd (989) 772-4000 and other motel and hotels in the area for all contestants participating in the Championship. 

Practice – Contestants will be permitted to practice on Sunday and Monday, on a first-come-first-serve basis. Tee times will be available starting at 7:30 AM.  Arrangements for practice should be made as soon as possible by directly calling the course 989-773-4221.  No practice rounds after 5:30 PM Monday August 23.
Starting Times – Pairings and tee times will be available Friday August 15, 2010 after 8:00 AM EDST at the golf course. Tee times will be emailed or mailed to all contestants on August 15, 2010.

Rules of Play – The USGA Rules of Golf modified by Local Rules established by the MJGA will be in effect. All questions shall be directed to the MJGA rules officials whose decision is final.

Prizes – The MJGA maintains one permanent trophy – “Walter Hagen Trophy” emblematic of Michigan’s, “State Junior Golf Champion”. In conjunction with the 38th. Michigan State Junior Championship. The Champions name will be engraved on it along with those previous Champions and will receive custody of the Walter Hagen Trophy for the ensuing 2010-2011 year subject to the conditions prescribed by the MJGA. All prizes given out after the Championships meet MHSAA High School eligibility requirements. Awards will be given out to the 5 lowest runner-up’s...
Conduct Code – Any abusive language, club throwing, cheating, disrespect of committee volunteers, golf course abuse, theft, leaving the course during your competitive round without permission with a MJGA official, any use of drugs, alcohol and any vandalism at the host lodging quarters will be considered violations of the Code of Conduct. The penalties for breaching the Conduct Code violations, based on severity of misconduct, may be any or all of the following: a warning, disqualification, suspension of the player indefinitely from MJGA Championships.

Dress Code - All players and caddies must be neat in appearance with respect to personal grooming and clothing. All males are required to wear shirts with collars and sleeves, and other golf slacks or Bermuda shorts that measure no more than 2” above there knees. Sorry No T-Shirts other than those that appear to be golfware.

Footwear Policy - The MJGA honors footwear policy at all Host Facilities. Pohlcat GC is soft spike ware only.

Cell Phones and Pagers - The use and the carrying of audible telecommunications equipment is prohibited during play. Leave these devices off elseware until your round is over. Spectators are also prohibited to the use of these devices while observing play.

Photographic, Video and Media - By submitting any application, the player agrees to allow the MJGA to use the players photograph, interviews, image for any MJGA media related use(s).

Caddie Policy – It is the sole responsibility of the player to provide for his own caddie during all phases of the Championship. A player may employ a brother, sister, uncle, grandfather as a caddie in any phase of the Championship. Parents or guardians of players are urged not to caddie for there son during the Championship. Players in the Championship field may not ask for caddie during play. They may employ a caddie after the first nine holes are completed.  Spectators may rent carts to view the competition so long they stay on all cart ways. Violation – Loss of cart if this privilege is violated.
